WHY ARE WE DOING THIS?

*Occupy Oakland is about people providing for themselves and
 for others, since it is clear that the system can no longer provide
 for them. It is a place where people who are fed up can come
 together and develop new forms of struggle.

*Since November, the city of Oakland and its police force have
 made it impossible for us to meet, to serve food, and to provide a 
place for people to stay, in our original home at Oscar Grant Plaza.

* At the same time, all over the city, thousands of buildings sit 
empty for the simple reason that they exist to enrich the 1% 
rather than meet people’s needs for space and shelter. 

*Occupy Oakland has a demonstrated need for such a space. 
We have served tens of thousands of meals without charge, 
provided a place for thousands of people to sleep free from 
police repression, planned and carried out actions in which 
tens of thousands of people have participated. Most importantly, 
unlike a charity, Occupy Oakland provides people with the 
opportunity to get involved and determine the direction of the 
movement. It is open to the initiative of everyone.

The Occupy movement is largely based on direct action 
outside the law. Like the encampment at Oscar Grant Plaza, the 
building move-in is not legal. As with the plaza, however, there 
is safety in numbers, and we believe that the best way to protect 
each other is to set up a free, open space in which people can 
come and go. During the two days of the festival, we will hold 
assemblies to further define and organize the use of the building.
