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In order to seek out and manage threats to their legitimacy and authority, states
invest a considerable amount of time, energy and resources towards the science of
social control. This science, known as COIN or Counterinsurgency doctrine, is nothing
less than a perpetual war, waged by states against their domestic populations. Their
tactical repertoire spans the gamut from violence and covert assassination, to
elections, community police liaisons, and the funding of pacifist non-profit groups.
In addition to this, they pursue divide-and-rule strategies, relying on

structural institutions such as nationalism, white supremacy, and
hetero-patriarchy to fan the flames of reaction and keep us fighting

amongst ourselves. In this month's episode of Trouble, anarchist media

collective sub.Media interviews a number of individuals as they explain

some of the main principles of counterinsurgency, and identify historical

and contemporary examples of how they are put into practice.
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
